About these Terms and Conditions

These are the Terms and Conditions on which we supply courses to you. Please read them carefully. You
should not book a place on one of our courses if you do not agree to these Terms and Conditions. If
anything in these Terms and Conditions is unclear or you have any questions about them or our courses
generally, then please contact us to discuss. When we receive your payment of the fees we will confirm
your place on the course, at which point a contract will come into existence between you and us.

In these Terms and Conditions, references to “the Education Centre / Resuscitation Training Room /
Clinical Skills Centre”, “we” or “us” are to Wirral University Teaching Hospital, whose registered address is
Arrowe Park Hospital, Wirral, CH49 5PE.

Course cancellation by you, the applicant:

e |f you wish to cancel your place on the course after you have booked and paid, you must contact
us in writing by email as soon as possible to Resuscitation Services Lead - anne.ellis4@nhs.net.
